With major work for the M6 Stage 1 
project’s surface works now complete, 
we are completing minor finishing 
works. 

When and where we’ll be working 

Our standard work hours are from 7am to 6pm, 
Monday to Friday and 8am to 6pm, Saturday.  
We are approved to work out-of-hours from 6pm 
to 7am, for up to three weeknights per week, no 
more than two consecutive weeknights and a 
maximum of 10 nights per month.  
 
Due to road authority restrictions, this work must 
be undertaken outside of standard working hours.  

Out-of-hours work is scheduled to take place 
between Monday 16 and Monday 30 March 
2026, on the following nights: 16, 17, 19, 23, 24, 
26 and 30 March. 

 
If work is delayed due to weather or site 
conditions, it will be carried out on the next 
available night shift.  
 
This work will take place on Princes Highway 
between Kimpton Street and Bestic Street.

What work are we doing?  
Works will include the following activities:  

• Removal of the road surface, 

• Concreting works, 

• Joint sealing, 

• Asphalting of the road surface, 

• Line marking. 

What will this mean for you? 

Road and lane closures around the work zone, 
temporary parking removal and pedestrian 
diversions may be in place to facilitate works. 
Please follow our traffic signs and the directions 
of traffic control. Traffic management will be in 
place to ensure the safety of workers and the 
community when working on or near live traffic.  

Temporary changes to traffic may occur near our 
site.  

The works may generate dust and moderate noise 
levels. We will manage dust directly at the source 
using water spray and manage noise by using 
squawkers instead of beepers on vehicles. We’ll 
turn off equipment and vehicles when they are 
not being used. We use noise and dust monitoring 
to measure our impact to the local community. 

Respite for one hour will occur every three hours 
during high impact activities.
