Key construction activities in September

Tower crane 1

The first of the three tower cranes has been installed and
commissioned to assist with the movement of heavy materials
around site. The smallest of the three, this tower crane is 60 metres
in height.

The remaining two cranes will be installed in November and
December and will include a Favelle Favco M2480D - the world’s
largest luffing crane.

Did you know?

With a standard lift capacity of 330 tonnes at a 15-metre radius, the
M2480D will lift 100 tonnes to a 45-meter radius with around 130
meters of hook height and no support ties.

Jump form/ formwork

Work has commenced to establish the Hydraulic Formwork Systems to
construct three concrete cores that will contain the lifts and stairs of
the building.
